ENACTED by the Legislature of Malta:-

Short title. B |8 This Act may be cited as the Medical and
Health Department (Constitution) (Amendment) Act, 1963
and shall be read and construed as one with the Medical
and Health Department (Constitution) Ordinance,
hereinafter referred to as "the principal law".

Amendment of 2. For subsection (1) of section 35 of the
t;g?nfgpgf principal law there shall be substituted the following:-

"(1) There shall be a General Services!

Board consisting of the Chief Government Medical
Officer as Chairman, and of the Birecctor of Public
Works or his representative, the Senior Medical
Officer, the Scnior Health Officer, the Principal
Laboratory Officer, the Senior Occupational Health
Clfficer, a representative of the Chamber of
Arcnitects and Civil Engineers and another person,
not in the se¢rvice of the Government, appointed by
the Governor."
